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What is Emily’s work like?

Emily works an 8-hour shift. She works

from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. She often has to
work on weekends and holidays.

Emily has to stand and walk
while she works. She also has
to kneel and bend a lot. She
has to push and pull things.
For example, her housekeeping cart,
a vacuum and furniture.

(about 45 pounds).
